Who may nominate?

Anyone: Individual Members, State/Province Associations, and Supervisors/Administrators.

Who is eligible?

NAEA members who meet the established criteria are eligible to be nominated forwards. However, membership is not required for the Distinguished Service Outside the Profession and Scott Shuler Distinguished Art Advocate Awards.

What is the deadline for nominations?

January 19, 2011

When are awards presented?

Most awards are presented in the spring at the CAEA Awards Celebration.

What should I submit?

Your nomination packet including at least 2 letters of recommendation, a 3x5 photo, and the Standardized Vita Form 

Who should write nomination and support letters?

The person making the nomination must write a letter of nomination. Letters supporting the nomination can be written by NAEA members, as well as non-members.

Where should I send nominations?

Unless otherwise specified in the award description, CÆA Awards nomination materials should be sent in their entirety to Joanne Barry Dutro, c/o Hall High School, 975 North Main Street, West Hartford, CT 06117
Do I need to submit all required documents together?
Required nomination documents should not be submitted separately. In order for a nomination to be considered complete, all necessary materials must be submitted to the CÆA together. If you are making multiple nominations, they can be submitted together as long as they are clearly divided and contain all items required for the nomination for each specific award.

Can I submit a nomination electronically?

Nominations may be submitted electronically via e-mail to Joanne_Barry-Dutro@whps.org . When submitting a nomination digitally, all materials required for nomination must be submitted together digitally in order for the nomination to be considered complete.

What happens if the nominee wins an Award?

The Awards Chairperson will notify the winner. You are then eligible to have your nomination be considered for NAEA regional and division awards. The Awards chair will let you know what to do in order to forward your nomination to NAEA. The NAEA awards deadline must be postmarked on or before October 1.
